| tain. Originally part of an approximately
1 10,000 acre parcel, the property was
| divided in the late 1800's and the
farmhouse built around 1900. The farm
at that time was primarily in apple and
hemp production, as well as the tradi-
tional pursuits of the family farm. In
the post World War Il era, the orchards were converted to pasture for rais-
ing and supporting cattle for meat and dairy operations. The present con-
figuration of the property took shape around 1983, and in recent times the
agricultural enterprise has been in production of silage corn and hay to
support neighboring dairy operations.

The property features approximately 75 acres of woodland with the
balance in field and pasture. A spring fed pond sized 200 by 125 feet is in
sight of the farmhouse and to the rear of the 40 by 60 foot bank barn. The
nicely maintained farmhouse is more or less in its original configuration,
with a few updates in concession to modernity, and an extension built onto
the back to provide additional living space.
